The year 2010 is the centennial of Florence
Nightingale’s death. The 2010 IY Nurse seeks to
recognize nurses’ contributions at a global level
and engage nurses in the promotion of world
health.

Why did the United Nations focus on nursing?
This is due mainly to a grassroots, nurse inspired
movement called the Nightingale Initiative for
Global Health (NIGH). Two of the key leaders of
this initiative are Dr. Barbara Dossey, author of a
textbook on Nightingale and Dr. Carol Huston,
Immediate past president of Sigma Theta Tau
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International. The group, represented by
nurses world-wide, presented a resolution to
the United Nations for establishment of the
International Year of the Nurse and it was
passed. The goal of the Nightingale Initiative is
to increase global public awareness about the
priority of health and to empower nurses and
concerned citizens to stand for a healthy world.
One main focus of the NIGH is a Nightingale
Declaration Campaign which calls for all nurses
worldwide to sign a Declaration dedicating
ourselves to the accomplishment of a health
world by the year 2020.

CALL FOR 2010 NATIONAL ENA AWARDS...........

The Emergency Nurses Association is issuing a call for nominations for the 2010 ENA National Awards. This is the
opportunity to recognize innovators, leaders, and those who continually go above and beyond the call of duty in the
emergency nursing profession.

Nominations packets must be received no later than May 3, 2010. The awards will be presented during the
2010 ENA Annual Conference in San Antonio, Texas, September 22-25, 2010.

Award Categories

Barbara A. Foley Injury Prevention Leadership Award

This award honors an active injury prevention advocate, who, within the past year, has served as a leader in the
development and promotion of injury prevention programs at the national, state, or local level.

Behind the Scenes Award

This award recognizes individuals who have made significant contributions, behind the scenes, to promote ENA’s
mission through their support of a member or members. This award will recognize an ENA advocate who is often
seen but not heard and who donates countless hours to assist an ENA member or members in achieving state, local
or national goals. ENA membership is not required.
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Frank L. Cole Nurse Practitioner Award

This award recognizes excellence as a nurse practitioner (NP) in an emergency care setting. Recipients will be
recognized by their NP peers, nursing and physician colleagues, and patients as clinical experts who deliver
compassionate care in an emergency setting. Recipients will be actively involved in promoting the role and
strengthening the image of nurses and NPs, especially those in emergency care settings.

Gail P. Lenehan Advocacy Award

This award is given to a nurse who has had a positive impact on emergency nurses through a sustained commitment
of advocacy for emergency nurses' well-being and welfare (one example might be the health and safety of
emergency nurses) or the welfare of vulnerable populations (the homeless, sexual assault victims, or victims of drunk
drivers, for example). Nominations for this award must include three letters of support from different states.
Recipients of the Lenehan Advocacy Award will receive $5,000 from Elsevier Inc.

Judith C. Kelleher Award
Named after ENA’s co-founder, this award honors a member of the Association who has consistently demonstrated

excellence in emergency nursing and has made significant contributions to the profession of nursing, the specialty of
emergency nursing, and the Emergency Nurses Association. Nominations for this award must include three letters of
support from different states. This award is presented at the Anita Dorr Memorial Luncheon during the Annual
Conference.

Lifetime Achievement Award

This is an individual award and reflects a career of dedicated service, accomplishments and/or contributions to
emergency nursing. The special significance of the Lifetime Achievement Award is the enduring nature of the
achievements, and that the accomplishments and/or contributions have value to emergency nursing beyond the
recipient’s lifetime. Nominations for this award must include three letters of support from different states.

Media Award

This award recognizes a media presentation (television, radio, internet, or print) that portrays emergency nursing in
a positive, accurate, and professional manner. This presentation may have been created primarily to educate the
consumer about emergency nursing or emergency care issues or it may have been developed for other purposes.
ENA membership and submission of a CV are not required. A copy of the media presentation must be submitted with
the nomination.

Nurse Manager Award

This award honors a nurse who has consistently demonstrated excellence in the profession of emergency nursing
and made significant contributions through an emergency nursing management role. At least one letter of support
must be from a person or persons the manager supervises.

Nursing Competence in Aging Award

The Nursing Competence in Aging Award recognizes a member who has demonstrated outstanding commitment to
care for older adults and the geriatric community.

Nursing Education Award

This award honors a nurse who has made significant contributions to the education of colleagues, nursing students,
EMS personnel, patients, families or the community through the publication of articles, formal or informal courses, or
the development of a specific emergency nursing program or curriculum.

Nursing Practice Award

This award honors a nurse who exemplifies outstanding nursing practice as demonstrated through clinical skills, care
and compassion. This nurse consistently performs above and beyond the requirements of the job description in
delivering quality care to patients, and participates in nursing programs, committees, or projects contributing to
emergency nursing practice.

Nursing Professionalism Award

This award honors an emergency nurse who is recognized by peers as an expert in emergency nursing and who
consistently exhibits traits associated with professional behavior and commitment to professional values. The
recipient must be active within the profession and influences emergency nursing through interaction with other
professionals, the media or the public.

Nursing Research Award

This award honors a nurse who has made significant contributions to the profession by conducting and/or utilizing
research and disseminating research findings.

Quality and Safety Award

This award is presented to an individual or an emergency department for activities that advance quality and safety
resulting in improved outcomes. The recipient must have developed and implemented innovative quality and safety
initiatives in the emergency department setting.

Rising Star Award

This award recognizes a new ENA member (membership for less than 5 years) who has made significant
contributions to ENA as exhibited by involvement at both the state and national levels, while working to enhance ENA
as the professional organization of emergency nurses. One of the letters of support must be from the nominee’s
State or Chapter President.

State Council/Chapter Government Affairs Award

This award honors an ENA State Council or Chapter for outstanding efforts to increase member involvement in
government affairs and advance public policy in support of nursing, health care, or injury prevention issues. The CV
of the Chapter or State President or Government Affairs Chairperson must be submitted.

Team Award

This award recognizes a group or committee (two or more persons) for significant contribution towards achieving the
mission of ENA through a project or development of a program. The program or project must have had a positive
impact on the profession within the community, region, or country. ENA membership is required for at least one
team member and the CV of the team leader must be submitted

Consider nominating a co-worker or peer for one of these prestigious awards. In the past
many MA ENA members have been award winners, including Lisa Wolf, the current Pioneer
Valley Chapter president who received the “Rising Star” award in 2009. For more information
